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Haugen, a graduate of Harvard Univer-
sity and the University of Chicago Law 
School, worked in the Civil Rights Divi-
sion of the U.S. Department of Justice 
and was Officer-in-Charge of the United 
Nations’ genocide investigation in Rwan-
da prior to founding IJM.

Amy Grant’s career spans over 25 years 
and stretches from her roots in gos-
pel into an iconic pop star selling more 
than 30 million albums and winning six 
GRAMMY® Awards. She also has six #1 
hits, including “Baby, Baby,” and “Every 
Heartbeat” and is one of only two Chris-
tian artists to be awarded a star on the 
legendary Walk of Fame in Hollywood.
